Why The STRUTT'N 360?
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For years Turkey Hunters across the country have been using decoys.  Decoys that at times lure in the biggest Tom in the woods, have no effect on birds, or cause a mass exodus.   Depending upon individual success, hunters swear by them or swear at them.  Even the hunters that leave them in the truck might agree that there is a time and a place for decoys.  That was at least until the STRUTT'N 360 hit the Turkey Decoy Market.
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The two most important aspects of Turkey Decoy success is setup and motion; the STRUTT'N 360 fits the bill for both.  As with traditional Turkey Decoy setup, you want to position the STRUTT'N 360 in a location where it can be seen by the bird you're hunting.  When located properly, you can "Add Life to your Decoy" so its enticing lifelike strutting rotation can challenge the dominant bird or act like a lesser subordinate Tom.  The key is you are able to move the decoy with little motion yourself.
In most cases, you don't know if you're hunting the dominant bird or one of the satellite subordinates and even if you did know, another bird may be the first to arrive.  Like whitetails, there is one boss bird in any given area.  Have an intruder encroach sacred territory and you've got a fight on your hands.  Or, act like a lesser Tom and you still have a fight on your hands.  The STRUTT'N 360 allows you to position the decoy in any orientation. 
The STRUTT'N 360s clockwise and counter clockwise rotation allows the hunter to rotate the decoy to face the bird or face it away from him.  When facing the impending Tom, it's as if you are saying, "come on big boy I'm ready to fight."  If he's the dominant bird, a fight you will have, all at 18 yards.  When you face it away from him, you become the subordinate bird and he's coming to fight anyway or at least, to check things out.  The key is you have total control so directional setup is not as important as before.
The rotational speed of the STRUTT'N 360 duplicates the speed of a big strutting Tom but it's not limited to only Tom decoys.  Hen decoys work equally as well.  In fact, after your season is half over, consider toping the STRUTT'N 360 with a Jake or Hen decoy rather than a big Tom.  Or, just use your Tom decoy but leave the full fan lowered or off the decoy all together.
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Which decoy to use?  That's the great thing about the STRUTT'N 360, use any decoy you currently own.  The STRUTT'N 360 was developed so that any decoy will work.  RJ DUNKIN Co has hunters using both artificial and real mounted decoys.  The STRUTT'N 360 package comes with the STRUTT'N 360, four STRUTT'N Stakes, the STRUTT'N Key Fob, the STRUTT'N Coupling, and the STRUTT'N Decoy Post.  One 9-volt battery is required but is not included in the package.  You provide your own decoy.

Finally, RJ DUNKIN Co has given you total "Add Life to your Decoy" control.  Remember, once the bird has committed you no longer need to rotate your decoy; just get ready for the shot.  RJ DUNKIN Co wishes you all the success using the STRUTT'N 360 and remember two things: First, be sure to check your local and state game laws for the legality of electronic decoy use and second, Hunt Safe!
